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MANAGEMENT WITH DECIDED TYPES OF

the country and in other parts of the world. In line with day-to-day operations, many companies
need to transfer large sums of money, pay their suppliers quickly, or pay off their liabilities.
Financial institutions that conduct financial transactions abroad offer a consolidated package of
the most commonly used money transfer tools - payment of bills, payments from person to person
and transfers from account to account - become a place where consumers can transfer money in
any way they can. choose.

1. Managing account-to-account transfers

Transferring money from one account to another is considered one of the most efficient,
less expensive and not very risky transfers. The transfer of funds from account to account is simply
an electronic transfer of funds. This type of money transfer allows people or companies from two
different parts of the globe to exchange money quickly and easily. The term wire transfer comes
from the time when telegrams were used as a means of communicating longer distances or
distances. At this time, the transfer of money from account to account meant sending a message
with a telegram sent by telegraph, a certain amount of money from the account of the sender of
the telegram to be transferred to a certain recipient of the money. The transfer of funds from
account to account is a relatively secure current way of transferring financial assets. The identity
of the bank accounts of the holders of the assets is confirmed and the funds are guaranteed. The
transfer of funds from account to account can also be called Electronic funds transfer EFT.

For the transfer of funds from account to account, it is emphasized that it is a direct transfer
of funds from the account in the bank to the one who pays to the account of the one who receives
the funds in another bank or financial institution. Although it is estimated that this type of transfer
is very fast, it may not be available for a few days. This can happen if the bank does not have a
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direct correspondence with the recipient's bank. In that case, the payments are made through a
third bank that has a correspondence with the bank that receives the funds.

The transfer of funds from account to account can minimize errors by performing electronic
transfer of domestic funds to the foreign bank in various currencies.

Online systems strengthen the system of daily asset management and regular control of the
activities of making financial transfers.

2. Managing transfers with checks

Bank check! it is traditionally a check for withdrawing money from a bank such as a cash
check. When paying bills, the term bank check is sometimes used to explain the automatic transfer
of funds from a bank account to pay for the services provided.

A bank check is usually used when you want to pay someone with guaranteed funds. When
making purchases, a bank check can be used. Bank checks are also used for international payments,
ie transfers of funds.

If someone transfers funds by bank check, then it is considered that the recipient will
always receive the funds. The recipient of the funds needs to be identified so that he can raise and
spend the funds.

Bank check and written order in the form of a money transfer order from one bank account
to another. A bank check is a document issued by one bank to transfer funds to another bank. The
first bank gives its order to the second bank to make a transfer of funds or to make a payment to
someone named by the bank.

A cash check known as an official or traveler's check is a check guaranteed by the bank.
This check is used to withdraw cash.

Bank checks come in a variety of variants?:

v Computer check,

v" Hand check,

v" Time check.

The check as an instrument of transfer of financial assets is issued by the principal of the
recipient of the funds. Once the check is issued, it is presented to the bank. The issuer of the check
may specify the time when the money transfer marked on the check will be made. To collect a
check, the issuer must have money in the account of a bank or financial institution.

A bank check and a money transfer letter are used as a money transfer instrument. He must:

v’ Be signed by the publisher,

v" Be charged at a specific time,

v' Contains the amount of money transferred,

v" Be accepted by the publisher and the bank.

A bank check is a document, or instrument, usually a piece of paper that gives an order to
pay money. The person issuing the check, the issuer has a current or current account in the bank
in which his money is kept as a deposit. The issuer of the check writes the amount to be transferred
or pgid, the date and is signed. A check is a means of transferring money without transferring
cash”.

3. Managing Electronic Transfers
Electronic asset transfers - EFTs are systems for transferring funds from one bank to
another.

is transferred through*:

v" Credit cards,

v" Business - business payments - Payment of orders for realized purchases of goods and
other performed services,

v" Automatic machines - ATM,

v" Direct deposits,

v’ Payment of hills,

v" Return of liabilities on used investment or other loans,

v' Payments in joint funds (pension or investment).

The form made for payment via the Internet is designed to perform the same function as
the traditional check. The electronic check must be processed in several procedures and have
greater security features than the standard check. The security features of the electronic check
include the existence of authenticity, security pin, digital signature, decoding method.

In general, electronic money transfers are transfers made through an Automated clearing
house (ACH). An automated clearing house is an operator through which financial institutions
make transfers or receipts. Automated clearing houses are an international system of interbank
remittances.

The first electronic methods of financial transfers began with the introduction of ATMs.
ATMs, or ATMs, have been introduced to reduce operating costs, save staff time, and allow users
to can use the service transfer of funds outside of traditional working hours. In addition, ATMs
related to cash withdrawals are also used to change currencies, obtain reports from current or credit
accounts, disbursement of cash, payment of funds to accounts, transfer of funds from one account
to another.

With this system, the money can be transferred between the buyer, the retailer and the
financial institution or the banknote in the form of electronic data. This is accomplished by
installing a terminal in the retailer's store. This avoids the use of cash or checks. Payment is made
at the time of the transaction, and only if the buyer has funds in the account. With this method of
payment it is not possible to provide deferred payment as with the checks, but with the use of credit
cards, if you buy goods over a certain amount, today it is possible.

The use of computers, at home and in the offices of companies and business companies,
has developed the so-called Domestic Banking System (Home Banking) and Corporate Banking
(Corporate Banking). Financial transfers with the application of computers are made by
transferring funds from one account to another, for payment of goods through the so-called.
telemarketing or direct mail, for cash management, for opening credits, for investing, confirming
receipt of checks. The use of computers is also called PC (personal computer) Internet banking.
PC banking means using a personal computer and establishing contact with the bank through a
modem. Internet banking means establishing contact with the bank through a special WEB
website.

For certain financial transfers, the telephone is also used as a means. The user can contact
the bank or the financial institution and ask her to give him information about the balance of the
account, the amount of money that can be transferred from the account, the state of the loans he
uses, the possibilities for obtaining loans., for the terms of the savings, to seek some advice or to
obtain some other information about the financial transfers or to request the transfer of funds from
his to another account. This can only be done by using a pre-agreed password (Password) to
identify and register the request.

Credit cards are offered in a variety of options, with favorable interest rates, the ability to
quickly withdraw money, rewards and satisfactory service and the conviction that a real credit card
has been selected. Credit cards allow access to the account at any time and anywhere, checks do

The cards can be:

v" Prepaid and

v" Preliminary.

Prepaid cards are cards that offer card transfers only in the amount that is on the
cardholder's account.

Credit cards are offered for various purposes and under various creative conditions.
Housing loans are offered, car purchase credits, student loans, housing loans, land loans, consumer
loans. Loans are offered as an opportunity to meet the financial needs of individuals or families,
with the aim of financing the purchase of a permanent asset, funding for schooling or other needs

4. Managing cash transfers in cash

Cash Management Money Management - Cash Management is a broad term that refers to
the mobilization or securing of money, its concentration, and the making of payments or transfers.
The goal is to manage cash flows and to balance the inflows and outflows of funds. This type of
management aims to maximize the ability to hide cash, not money invested in fixed assets, and to
avoid the risk of illiquidity or illiquidity. Money management managers provide cash®:

v' Liquidity,

v" Balance of cash,

v" Short-term investment strategies.

The mobilization of cash, ie deposits, is cash deposits that are invested in a bank or other
financial institution. Deposits are passive banking products. In order to receive cash as a de-
positive, the recipient of the money appears as a debtor because he has an obligation to pay interest
to the owners of the deposited money. Deposits represent the credit potential of financial
institutions.

According to the way the funds are deposited, as well as the way they are available, they
are divided into:

v sight deposits,

v’ time deposits,

v" non-purpose deposits,

v" purposeful deposits.

Sight deposits are cash deposited with the bank that the depositor (the owner of the assets)
can withdraw and use at any time.

Deadline deposits are deposits that have a maturity of more than one year. Such deposits
are given higher interest rates to attract more investors, and other benefits are provided, such as
having the advantage of obtaining loans, obtaining loans on more favorable terms or receiving
incentive interest above the appropriate deposit limits. Deposits can also be termed indefinitely
with a notice period. The depositor may use these funds after the agreed deadline has elapsed from
the day when the depositor can cancel the term deposit in writing.

Non-purpose deposits are cash deposits of legal entities. These deposits are kept on bank
accounts and are used for regular operations. All accounts arising from the regular operation of the
entities are performed through the accounts. The account balance must be positive in order for the
transfers to take place. These are the so-called current operations accounts.

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Purposeful deposits are deposits kept by legal entities on specially allocated accounts for
performing certain purposes. For each type of earmarked funds, there must be a separate account
in the accounting of legal entities.

Money is a specific market commaodity or symbol and is used as a medium of exchange, as
a unit of calculation, or as a means of expressing wealth. Money as an object can appear in the role
of one, two or all three types of assets they represent. Once the needs began to develop, society
naturally began to create money as an organic object that did not exist before. So today, the central
government uses paper money as an object that can often be used.

The first form of money that appeared on the market were goods. They had the value of
exchange. They have been adjusted to simplify transactions in the so-called barter - an economy
that actually gives goods their first function as a medium of exchange. Then, the goods began to
be used as a means of wealth. Goods that had a known value were kept as property, that is, as
wealth. As commodities of known value, they could easily be converted from one type of
commodity to another. In modern economies, commaodities as money have also been used as a
means of calculation. Gold-plated cash books have common features with commaodities such as
money.

Accounting money is used for financial transfers or for payments made through customer
accounts by ordering payment from one account to another customer's account, without using real
money. This category of money represents money from a newer date. Such so-called money as a
subject have minimal real value. Their public use is linked to strict legal regulations.

All this indicates that money has three basic characteristics:

v Money as a medium of exchange;

v" Money as a means of calculation;

v Money as a means of preserving wealth.

When an item is sought and primarily used for exchange with other items or goods, then it
becomes a medium of exchange and has that characteristic. This feature allows money to be the
standard for various payments and transfers even as a means of paying off debts or loans.

When the value of a commodity is often used to measure or compare the value of other
commaodities or its value is used to denote debts, then that commaodity has the function of a unit of
calculation.

When an object is basically procured to be saved as a value for possible future exchanges,
then it begins to be used as a means of preserving wealth.

Many goods or labels, or symbols, can have such characteristics, but no commaodity or sign,
or symbol, can represent money if it does not meet all three criteria.

The function of money in the modern economy can have the goods or signs, ie the symbols
if they have the following characteristics:

v They must have a stable value;

v They must be difficult to falsify (they cannot be made to be false);

v They must be easily divisible and transportable;

v They must be interchangeable. This means that an object, sign, or symbol or commaodity
must be equivalent to another.

When using money, several methods are used: cash (banknotes and coins) and savings
(savings books). When using money substitutes in cases such as performing financial transactions
with registration, the most commonly used are: checks, credit cards, debit cards and digital cash.

Possession or disposal of cash can be made from a variety of motives that can be:

In a way, managing money in cash is a very important thing for business managers. If the
company fails to pay an obligation in cash for a while, then that company is insolvent. Insolvency
is the first cause of bankruptcy. This is an indicator that drives companies to manage their money
in cash with great care. Effective cash management means bankruptcy prevention. This type of
management increases profitability and reduces the risk to which a company may be exposed.
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Financial management is important for developing new businesses and developing
businesses. Cash flow can be a problem when businesses have a large number of customers, offer
better products than the competition and have a significant reputation in the business.

Securing or acquiring cash in cash is a process of:

v" Receiving money through electronic transfers,

v Money processing,

v" Availability of money

Once the money is provided, the companies concentrate the money in one center. Rational
use of cash is required to have full control, and to create opportunities to invest larger sums of
money. In addition to securing cash in order to be successful in business, managing it should
provide an optimal level of money, balance of payments and payment obligations. Operating costs
should be minimized, adequate liquidity should be provided, and liability payments should be
made in a timely manner. One of the measures for the balance of money in cash is to measure
liquidity, ie to compare the amount of money that needs to be who is necessary to pay the
obligations.

Conclusion

There are many ways to send money abroad and many competing companies, including
banks, money transfer companies and foreign exchange brokers. The transfer of funds refers to
any transaction based on paper or non-cash operations in which the amount paid is transferred
electronically to a specific currency. Payments can also be made between two different banks or
within the same financial institution. International money transfers are basically interbank
transfers, where the two banks are in different countries, which makes things a little more complex.
The principle of corresponding banking is still in force, which means that both banks need to have
an established relationship to facilitate the transfer.

1. General characteristics of market sources of financing for small companies

Small companies borrow money and repay it at certain intervals with a certain increase in
the amount of interest to use that money. In such a source of financing, the owner of the small
company signs an agreement in which he undertakes to repay the amount of the entire debt
increased by the amount of interest.

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Commercial banks offer a variety of loans to finance small businesses. They offer loans for
investments in fixed or current assets, through which the business can provide money for the
purchase of office space, equipment, machinery or raw materials, raw materials, finance for the
payment of salaries to employees.

Financial leasing is an alternative way of financing in which the licensed leasing company
(the "lessor™) buys an asset on behalf of its client (“lessee™) in return for a contractually agreed
series of payments that usually involve an interest element. The lessor retains ownership of the
asset, while the lessee enjoys using the asset for the duration of the lease, usually accompanied by
the option to purchase the asset at the end of the lease. The lessee bears all costs and risks
associated with the use of the leased asset.

A franchise is a type of license that allows the franchisee to access the franchisor's
proprietary business knowledge, processes, and trademarks, allowing the franchisee to sell a
product or service under the franchisor's business name. In exchange for a franchise, the franchisee
usually pays the franchisor an initial fee and annual licensing fees.

Factoring means a financial arrangement between the factor and the client, in which the
firm (client) receives an advance in return for receivables from a financial institution (factor). It is
a financing technique in which there is a complete sale of trade debt by a firm to a third party, ie.
factor, at reduced prices. Factoring is a financial alternative to financing and managing accounts
receivable. Lists the terms of the sale in the factoring agreement.

1.1. Loans to commercial banks

Access to credit is the lifeblood of small and medium enterprises as they develop over the
years into profitable and sustainable businesses. However, as they move along the growth curve,
their funding needs change. Lending is a complex process that consists of different types of
relationships built between financial institutions (or different types of organizations), with clients
(entrepreneurs) in need of financial resources. Lending to small and medium companies is closely
dependent on the development and operation of financial institutions, macroeconomic conditions,
monetary system, legal system and other environmental factors?.

Banking and financial services are important for small and medium enterprises. They
provide financing for starting, maintaining or expanding businesses. There are many SME loans
designed to help SMEs get started and thrive. Access to bank credit and its availability is one of
the key factors that should be considered for the development of small and medium companies.
Credit availability varies depending on many factors related to companies and operating banks.
One of the characteristics that can be described as distinguishing the terms of credit availability is
the size of the enterprise. Small and medium-sized enterprises, despite their importance for
economic development, face many difficulties in seeking capital due to insufficient amount of
information forwarded to banks. and its asymmetry. However, the better the economic situation of
the company and the more information about the company is available, the easier it is to access
them with bank financing. Lending to small and medium-sized companies through banks has the
following characteristics®:

» Lending is one of the most common sources of financing for small and medium
enterprises. As a significant advantage of its use is that it increases the purchasing power of the
company and the execution of the procurement is at the moment when it is needed and without the
necessary funds, with the help of the loan, products can be procured. The loan is an expensive
source of financing, because it is usually accompanied by a high interest rate, it takes time and
costs for the administrative procedures for approving the loan, the loan reduces the future
purchasing power, because the income is tied to credit payment, ie everything earned future should

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be used for what was bought in the past. Using credit can make a small business owner dependent
on using more funds than he or she has.

» In order to protect themselves from credit risk, banks often require additional protection
mechanisms from loan applicants such as blank bills of exchange, guarantors, mortgages,
guarantors and the like. Most bank loans are designed to help loan applicants meet short-term
working capital needs or purchase equipment and assets that require longer periods of financing.
Short-term loans are usually in the form of credit lines, also known as loan liabilities where the
bank and the borrower agree in advance that the borrower can withdraw from the credit line if
necessary up to a maximum limit. Within that limit, the borrower himself decides on the amount
and timing of the loans. Thus, credit lines function largely like credit cards. Their main advantage
is the flexibility of the arrangement, allowing the borrower who needs temporary financing to
receive those funds, and repay them after the sale and collection from their customers.

» Purchases of plant and equipment and other long-term investments, including the
acquisition of other companies, are usually financed by a fixed-term loan for a period of one to ten
years, usually between three and five years. Fixed-term loans are intended to finance large
expenses and repay the loan, together with the interest they distribute over a period that
approximately corresponds to the cash flow that will be realized and with which the debt can be
serviced.

» Long-term loans belong to the group of secured loans and upon their approval, the
clients are required to participate in the total value of the funded asset, ie. the loan amount is less
than the value of the collateral. Thus, the bank is partially protected from credit risk.

» Mortgage lending (mortgage loan). This method of lending is applied when the company
is in a difficult financial situation and other standard lending criteria can not be applied and in
conditions when there is an intervention (urgent) need for loans. These loans belong to the group
of secured loans where property with a certain value is pledged.

1.2. Financial leasing

Leasing is a commercial and financial activity through which commercial entities, most
often small businesses, turn to a specialized institution to lease investment equipment for a certain
period and for a certain fee. Leasing in its simplest form is an instrument for securing financial
resources and is broadly defined as "an agreement between two parties, where one party (the
lessor) lends an asset to the other party (the lessee) for a certain period of time and for a
predetermined fee . The word lease comes from the English verb "to lease”, which means "to
lease™ or "to rent". Leasing is an activity that refers to a movable and immovable object, in which
the lessee determines the lease item that is purchased or produced by the lessor and is given to the
lessee to use for an agreed period of time, in exchange. for payment of a fee for the use of the
subject of the lease, on the basis of the lease agreement concluded between the lessor and the
lessee, according to the conditions determined in it. The lease is taken for new, modern and
technically-technologically advanced equipment. There are two types of leasing®:

» Financial and

» Operational.

A financial lease is a lease that transfers all the risks and rewards arising from the ownership
of an object, whether movable or immovable, with the expiration of a certain period of time the
ownership may or may not be transferred.

"Operating lease is any lease that is not a financial lease"

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v' Much faster and simpler procedure (regulation of all administrative procedures,
including signing the contract with the lessor),

v' Adjustable approval conditions (leasing is much more tailored to specific customer
requirements than any other form of financing),

v There is no need for a mortgage, balance sheet or off-balance sheet presentation of
investments in fixed assets (the way of presentation depends on whether the buyer has decided on
financial or operational leasing),

v" Lower tax base, working capital savings, accurate cost planning (leasing installments
are nominated in hard currencies and do not change until the contract expires),

v" Avoiding the difficulties of reselling equipment in which the small business has invested
its own money.

However, leasing also has some weaknesses:

v as a financing instrument, leasing is more expensive than bank loans, ie leasing
installments, due to the increased risk, are usually more expensive than bank loan repayment
installments; it is more difficult to provide guarantees or other collateral compared to bank loans,
for which mortgages are usually negotiated as a means of securing loan repayment;

v" inequality of the contracting parties (the will of the stronger contracting party is
imposed);

v inelasticity of an already concluded leasing agreement regarding the term of validity,
the amount of the fee, the payment period, the possibility for early termination of the agreement;

v" has a negative impact on the possibility of renewal and modernization of fixed assets of
the user of technical and technological equipment because most often the lessee after the expiration
of the contract either buys or re-leases the equipment, which is already obsolete.

1.3. Franchising

Franchising is a reputable way to start a business, as it recommends greater business
security. When buying a franchise, you become part of a large organization with all the privileges
that go with it. The success of a franchise consists in maintaining a consistent relationship between
seller and buyer. The franchisee agrees to apply strictly defined standards to the operations given
by the seller, and the seller will receive a certain percentage of the sales of the product or service
and thus expand his business both locally and globally.®

Franchising is a continuous relationship between the franchisee (franchisor) and the
franchisee (franchisor), in which the franchisee's entire knowledge, production and marketing
techniques are available for use by the franchisee, in exchange for a certain percentage of sales. A
franchise is a business relationship between two entities that remain legally independent.
Practically, it transfers the technology of work, and knowledge can be transferred orally, through
consultations and training. The franchising business format not only gives the franchisee the right
to use the franchisor's brand and sell his products and services, but also conveys the full way of
running the business, which is established by the franchisor. Therefore, the business form of
franchising is the most successful method of distributing goods and services in the economic
history of our planet.

Product franchisors are large manufacturers who assist the franchisee in organizing
production. The necessary knowledge and experience, the trademark of the product, etc. are
transferred to the franchisee. The franchisor and the franchisee agree on the production capacity
and the control of the production volume, because that production is a competition in the sale of
the products. The customers of the product franchise are small entrepreneurs who are engaged in
production. Through franchising, they acquire the right to produce and sell products and services.
Franchising customers cooperate with franchisors in choosing the location where the production

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will be organized. They pay a fixed amount to the franchisors. Their advantage is that production
has already been conquered and the market has been explored, whereby the risk of investing in
additional production capacity is significantly reduced®.

Franchising is a popular way to start a business because it offers greater business security.
When you buy a franchise, you become part of a larger organization, with all the benefits that go
with it. Promoting a product or service to a wider region, with ads prepared by the headquarters,
is just one of the many benefits. The franchisee agrees to maintain certain standards of operations
specified by the seller. He pays a certain amount, and in return gets the right to: sell a certain
product or service, use a trademark, use trademarks, technique of operation or technological
process. The franchise is ideal for those entrepreneurs who':

v They do not have their own ideas, but they are persistent and hardworking;

v" Have managerial skills, capital or location;

v They will not be frustrated by the lack of autonomy.

The most important thing for franchising is to reduce the risk of bankruptcy of newly
opened companies. managerial skills and it suits them not to have much autonomy of operation,
because they get an already developed and proven management system of a large company.

1.4. Factoring

The subject of the factoring may be an existing or future missing short-term claim, arising
from the contract for sale of goods or services, assigned to the factor, up to the amount of the
deviation limit, during the validity period of the factoring contract. The word factoring is of
English origin (factoring), meaning: agent, creditor, mediator, commission agent. Factoring is
based on an obligation agreement between the creditor (exporter) and the factor (the bank or other
specialized financial institution), and the essence of this activity is the transfer of receivables and
the risk of their collection by the bank client. This modern financial instrument also has a
significant credit function®,

In addition to the services that are directly related to the transferred claim, such as
accounting and analysis, examination of the debtor's creditworthiness, tax calculation, statistical
records, etc., and the content of the factoring agreement may include other services that are indirect
connection with factoring activities.

Factoring is a financial transaction of a company that sells its short-term receivables in the
currency of a third factor for a certain commission, and at the same time the cash received in return
is used to finance the business. Factoring involves the sale of receivables and their conversion into
live cash, which improves the liquidity of the company without borrowing.

In general, factoring is a product for manufacturing companies, especially for those who
export their products, who give them deferred payment, who are at the same time forced to make
advance payments to their suppliers and also have liquidity problems. The priorities of factoring
are: high liquidity, increased flexibility, company growth, competitiveness, improved solvency
and credit rating.

Factoring is especially important for small and medium-sized companies that traditionally
have difficulty accessing bank loans, due to their low creditworthiness or inadequate means of
securing credit, and is one of the best ways to ensure fast and secure collection of receivables
arising from sales contracts. of goods or services. The basic functions of factoring are®:

v" The financing function provides cash through advance payment. With the help of the
factor, the client has cash, and it is very important to know in advance the time interval between

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the day when the factor will make payment, until the day when he will get the opportunity, ie the
right to collect the claim from the debtor to the client.

v The function of securing the collection (guarantee for liabilities of a third party) is a
function when the factor assumes the obligation to collect the claim, ie it assumes the risk of
insolvency of the debtor to the client. Which recovery risk the factor will take depends on the
factoring agreement itself. In American practice, there are factoring agreements, when the factor
assumes the responsibility not only for the financial risk, but also the political risks for the
collection of the claim, the risk for the delivery of the goods and so on. When the customer delivers
the goods, the factor can in no case waive the obligation.

v The function of claims management. This is a function and services that are not
contained in the previous two functions, and the factor may:

o sues or otherwise secures the receivables he has purchased,

o provides consulting advice to its clients,

o oprotects its clients from bad (uncollectible or difficult to collect) debts, keeps
accounting, - calculates commission and tax, etc.

Factoring is also very important for exporters, because in addition to financing by advance
payment, it enables the risk of collection and management and monitoring of receivables, which
increases the competitiveness and export potential of companies in the international market. At the
core of factoring is the transfer of claims arising from commercial contracts.

2. Microcredit

Microcredit has emerged in the recent past as a way to provide small financial resources to
companies and to avoid the problems they have in securing financial capital from formal sources
of funding. The term "microcredit” is often used in the narrower sense of the word and refers to
microcredit, intended for small companies. Microcredit in the modern world is increasingly
becoming one of the important links of economic development, with significant socio-economic
effects. Microcredit is often the only way to bring financial services closer to those who have
limited or no access to traditional financial services providers<°.

In some countries there are highly developed mechanisms of micro lending. This type of
loan is provided by micro finance institutions (MFIs). Their main mission is to provide financial
services in the development of specific financial "products” and methodology, which can solve
one of the basic problems in working with banks and other financial institutions - the lack of
appropriate collateral instruments that clients make. suitable for taking different types of loans.

It should be noted that it is extremely wrong to equate microcredit with microfinance.
Microcredit is only part of microfinance. In addition to the microcredit service, microfinance
includes other services, such as: micro-savings, microinsurance, money transfer, etc.

Potential microcredit borrowers, before applying for a loan, usually contact several
organizations that approve this type of loan and are informed in order to compare the conditions
for loan approval and use. Micro-credit organizations have consultants who help each client
understand the credit terms, fill out an appropriate questionnaire, prepare a business plan and
prepare the necessary documentation. If the client successfully realizes all the previous things and
his business idea proves to be economically justified, the microcredit organization makes a
decision to approve the loan. The final decision on the payment of the credit funds is made by the
bank with which the microcredit organization cooperates. After the payment of the loan and the
beginning of its use, the microcredit organization monitors and controls the intended use of the
funds by the user.

For small companies, using borrowed funds is very risky, as most small companies often
expect low cash flows. It may be advantageous for these businesses to use equity financing as

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opposed to borrowing financing. Capital investments ensure solvency, because the investor does
not receive a refund in the event that the company struggles to survive, as opposed to credit
financing, where, regardless of everything, the loans must be repaid. Also, capital investors such
as investors and business angels often add value to the business in which they invest and often
help the business succeed.

Microcredit has a significant role in the growth and development of small businesses, in
case they have difficulty in providing the necessary financial capital to realize their entrepreneurial
ideas. The basic characteristics of domestic microcredit institutions and microcredit relate to*:

v relatively easy access to credit, without much administration and conditionality;

v loans are intended for entrepreneurs and micro enterprises that want to start a business
and are approved in very small amounts,

v" microcredit institutions generally lend money, without currency clauses, eliminating the
client's currency risk;

v" microcredit institutions are characterized by high rates of repayment of approved loans
(over 95%) as a consequence of the creation and development of strong relationships with
customers and continuous care and support for the development of their business activities;

v Microcredit institutions provide their clients with different types of assistance and
professional training at the same time through education, training, because of which they achieve
better communication and cooperation with them and thus provide a higher rate of collection of
approved loans compared to the banking sector;

v microcredit institutions show a high degree of social responsibility;

v" The area of microcredit is not legally regulated, due to which they are forced to work
through commercial banks that charge high intermediary fees for their services, which contributes
to increase interest rates and increase the price of microcredit.

Microcredit in the modern world is increasingly becoming one of the important bases of
economic development with significant socio-economic effects. It is often the only way, with its
financial services, to approach those who have limited or no access to those who provide financial
Services.

Approving a large number of small loans can significantly increase bank costs, which is
why banks prefer to approve larger loan amounts to a smaller number of customers and thus
minimize their costs. When it comes to securing credit, banks require a guarantee and confirmation
of clear ownership, which many micro and start-ups do not have. The reasons why banks are
generally not interested in microcredit have led to the emergence of an organization in the market
that will provide credit support to low-income families, start-ups and micro-enterprises.

Experiences from the implementation of different microcredit programs in different
countries contribute to the increased demand for this source of funding. The reason for this should
be sought in the fact that loans to micro and small businesses are very risky for the bank, because
these consumers face a number of challenges, such as: dynamic and continuous changes in the
market, high degree of failure, unfavorable business environment, lack of adequate legal
regulations, problems in securing a pledge and the like.

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3. Financing through the financial market

The financial market also serves for financing investments, direct, indirect and internal
financing. The financial market is a specific market, because it trades specific goods: money,
capital, short-term and long-term securities, currencies and foreign exchange, in a specific way
and under specific conditions.

Funds needed to finance the operations of small and medium-sized companies can be
provided through trading on the capital market, ie by issuing securities commercial bills, corporate
bonds and shares and selling them on the financial market.

Commercial bills are short-term securities issued by companies to raise funds to finance
their operations. These securities are sold at a discount, ie at a price lower than the face value.

A commercial paper is a short-term instrument with a repayment period of less than one
year and usually ranges from 30 to 50 days. It is broadcast in order to overcome the liquidity
problem or for short-term financing. By its nature it belongs to the category of discount
instruments, ie. instruments issued at a price lower than the face value, with the face value being
paid on the due date. The commercial record is basically unsecured - there is no collateral in the
form of a mortgage or collateral, although it can be guaranteed by a bank.

Bonds are long-term lending instruments used by both the state and the economy to
mobilize funds. They are the most significant form of long-term debt of business entities in
developed market economies. A bond is a certificate (usually transferable) that shows that the
business has borrowed a certain amount of money and promises to repay it on a certain day in the
future. One of the basic features of this method of financing is that if the company is not able to
fulfill its obligations regarding the payment of interest and principal to bondholders, they have the
right to take a series of measures, from prohibiting the payment of funds to the shareholders,
through seizure of the property, until liquidation and opening of a bankruptcy procedure. Bonds as
a source of financing for small and medium-sized companies are used as a convenient way to break
down long-term capital needs in smaller amounts, which allows the company to sell them to raise
a significantly larger amount of funds compared to the money they could get them from just one
credit source. Characteristic of the borrowed capital, ie the capital collected through the issuance
of bonds, is that it is such a form of capital in which the enterprise as a user of the capital appears
in the role of a debtor, and the owner of the capital appears in the role of a creditor and a credit
relationship is established between them.

The share is a long-term security, with no maturity and it expresses ownership. It is a
financial instrument through which capital is raised to finance operations. Through the issuance of
shares, as one of the alternatives of financing, the business entity can raise a significantly larger
volume of funds, without the risk of increasing the level of indebtedness. Shares are securities that
maintain the ownership position in the companies we call joint stock companies. An important
feature of joint stock companies is that it is a special legal form of company which is a voluntary
association of individuals with unlimited life of the company and limited liability of the owner. In
fact, the property is divided into parts that represent the shares, and the owners can not lose more
than what they invested in the purchase. In order for small and medium enterprises to issue shares,
a necessary condition is to change the legal form in Joint Stock Companies and to register with the
competent authority.

Conclusion

Small businesses are transforming and developing communities. Entrepreneurs create ways
to link resources and growth between cultures, political contexts, economic conditions, and
political situations that vary from region to region. They must create strategies that will ultimately
address the great economic and social challenges and, in this sense, improve the quality of life in
the region where they are located.
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Small and medium enterprises play an important role in the economic development of the
country and the world. Today, small businesses have many advantages and disadvantages in the
business environment. Therefore, business entities must evaluate the potential and take advantage
of the company for business development.

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INNOVATIVE VALUES OF MANAGERS WITHIN THEIR
ENVIRONMENTS WITH BUSINESS PERFORMANCE

Abstract: Values are the base for understanding attitudes, perception, personality and
motivation of individuals affecting their behavior. The system of values determines individual’s
priority in accordance with their relative importance.

We should consider that the individual tends through his/her life to keep and to preserve
the values acquired from his/her early age. It is about attitudes to values of what is right and what
isn’t, what is moral and what isn’t. The attitudes of values are tightly related to the age, or to the
period of individual’s growing and his/her creation as a person.

This could be a kind of explanation why older generations of employees have different
attitude to proper working than the younger generations. All of this could be of help for the
managers to be able to predict the attitudes of values according to the age, and these attitudes shall
be mainly focused to the way of working. They should also be able to direct these attitudes to more
general issues related to the company’s working acquiring support from their employees. Unless
the managers fail to implement this in their daily work, the undertaken activities will not be
favorable. The system of values for managers is comprised by their personal values, some of which
acquired and some of which could be from birth and he tends to obey them. Personal values
determine the person himself, his/her capacity, characteristics, moral and authority. The values,
throughout the system of values, could describe anything that the mangers are trying to achieve
through their work and their attitude of behavior at work.

Keywords: environment, managers and values, instrumental and terminal values,
interviewed employees and managers, success, professional activities and tasks.

1. Terminal and instrumental values with business performances
One of the most famous social scientist researching values is Milton Rokeach. He defined
a value as “an enduring belief that a specific mode of conduct or end-state of existence is personally
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or socially preferable to an opposite or converse mode of conduct or end-state of existence” and a
values system as “an enduring organization of beliefs concerning preferable modes of conduct or
end-state of existence along a continuum of relative importance” (Rokeach, 1973, p.5). Milton
Rokeach made a classification value system based on the results of survey that proposed a list
including two sets of values, the terminal and instrumental ones. Terminal values refer to desirable
end-states of existence; the goals that a person would like to achieve during their lifetime and may
vary among different groups of people in different cultures. Instrumental values refer to preferable
modes of behavior. These are preferable modes of behavior, or means of achieving the terminal
values. Sorting the terminal values from 1 (the most important guiding principle) to 18 (at least
important guiding principle), then sorting the instrumental values on the same basis, from the
persons that are interviewed can be made a clear picture of their systems of values trying to achieve
in lifetime and need to be addressed. Everyone can well understand their own values grading first
the terminal values, then instrumental ones.

Several of the terminal values listed in Table 1 are particularly important for managers -
such as a sense of achievement (lasting contribution), equality (brotherhood, equal opportunity for
all) and self esteem. Also, the instrumental values are expected by all managers.

Managers who believe that the feeling of achievement is important, can focus on achieving
a lasting contribution for the enterprise such as creating a new product line that reflects the
innovative management or opening new foreign subsidiary that will be the bearer of innovation
management (Noe, Hollenbeck, Gerhart, & Wright, 2006, p.255). Manager who thinks that
equality is the most important value could be a leader and will put the efforts of the company in
providing equal opportunities for all employees, as well as finding innovative modified work force.

Some managers believe that values such as a comfortable life (a prosperous life), an
exciting life (stimulating, active life), freedom (independence, freedom of choice) and social
recognition (respect, admiration) are the most important for the company (Mathis & Jackson, 2007,
p. 235). The relative importance that managers give to each terminal value helps to explain what
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actually managers are trying to achieve within their company and on to focus their efforts. Some
of the instrumental values listed in Table 1 are important components of the behavior of managers:
being ambitious (hard work, aspiration), broadminded (open-minded), capable (skilled, effective),
responsible (reliable) and self-controlled (self-discipline, restraint).

In addition, the relative importance of human resource managers put before these and other
instrumental values may be an important commitment to their behavior in the workplace. For
example, the manager who considers that value to a fantasy (creative, dare) is the most important
tool to be innovative can take more risks than the manager who thinks it is not as important.
Managers who believe that honesty is the most important value will put in the foreground task the
required steps so that all members of the department or company to behave ethically. Managers
who believe that the feeling of achievement is important, can focus on achieving a lasting
contribution for the company such as creating a new production line or opening new foreign
subsidiary (Gibson, Ivancevic, Donelly, 1999, p. 73). That is the new link that leads up to an
innovative management. Manager who thinks that equality is the most important value could be
leader and will put the efforts of the company in providing equal opportunities for all employees
and will find modified work force according to the new business performance.

Considering the merits of over 55 million Chinese working outside China, managing trade
and investment throughout East Asia are now expanding beyond Asia to Europe and USA. Often
called “Chinese people by the sea”, they are prominent in business and real estate investments in
countries such as Singapore and Malaysia (Dessler, 2008, p. 118). They are successful in what
they do, so successful that some of them now run multi-billion dollar companies. U.C. Njang is
founder and chairman of Formosa Plastics Group, based in Taiwan, which built a factory of 2.1
billion dollars for the production of plastics and petrochemicals in Point Comfort Texas in 1994,
Tzu-Cheng Tong, manager of real estate in Hong Kong, owns a chain of hotels and Stouffer
Renaissance in the U.S., and has control over some real estate properties of Donald Trump in New
York City President Enterprises. A typical feature of “Chinese people by the sea”, whether
managing a bank in Hong Kong or truly global organization, is their values such as: hard work,
ambition, strong family ties, family safety, responsibility, self control and expertise. Billionaire
U.C. Njang had never taken a day off, and Kao Chin-Dzen, Vice President of Enterprises, said he
will be sick if there is no work. Many businesses that are operated and owned by Chinese families,
work to provide as much needed education and experience in order to preserve the important
positions in their companies. Many Chinese are disciplined and very responsible and their
professional management success can be seen worldwide. They also consider that the most
important principles are to dare to take many things and be creative, and that can be seen from
their billions investments activities. In Taiwan, U.C. Njang built one of the largest production
facilities in the world with a value of more than 9 billion $.

For these managers and entrepreneurs important values are: respect, admiration and social
recognition, the features of an innovative management. Many business deals between companies
that are owned and are run by “Chinese people by the sea” stretch through a network of managers
who have close ties of mutual trust and respect for decades. The true relationships built on respect
and admiration is called “guandzhi” and is an operation mode for many “Chinese people by the
sea”. Similarly "dzhinidzong" means having a good reputation and good credit rating, and that is
the most important asset for many Chinese managers. It can be seen through (Dessler, 2008,
p. 118):

e The manner that affect interpersonal relationships in which the manager is seen by the
other individuals and groups;

e Decisions and solutions of the problems that are occurring;

e Perception of the situation and problems;

e Limits for determining what is or what is not an ethical behavior;
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e The size of what individuals accept or oppose in achieving the goals and taking the
pressures in companies;

e The perception of the individual organizational success or achieved results.

Individuals can be categorized according to personal values and attitudes within the
business performance in several levels:

o First level - Reaction. Individuals who are not unaware of themselves or others as human
beings and react based on physiological needs. This is characteristic of newborns.

e Second level - Tribal. Individuals who are characterized by high dependence on tradition
and the power of authority.

e Third level - Self-centered. Individuals who believe the harsh individualism and are
aggressive, selfish and do not react to power.

e Fourth level - Conformist. Individuals with low tolerance and hard-accepted views of
the people whose values are different from their own and want others to accept their values and
attitudes.

o Fifth level - Manipulative. Individuals who seek to achieve their goals by manipulating
people through the work. They are materialists who aspire for higher status and recognition.

e Sixth level — Socio-centered. Individuals who have that attitude want to be loved and
they agree with others rather to go on forward. They are taking a negative approach to materialism,
manipulation and conformity.

o Seventh level - Existentialist. Individuals with a high degree of tolerance for people with
different value judgments and diversity in general. They directly and openly oppose the
inflexibility of the restrictive status policy and the arbitrary implementation of power.

When making categorization of the employees according to value positions can help
managers to perceive the values of individuals in relation to those values that are dominant and
popular in enterprises. For example, an individual who is characterized as egocentric is hard to fit
in enterprises in which employees require conformity.

2. Analysis of the employees and managers values in R. Macedonia

The research was conducted in various towns of the R. Macedonia in the beginning of 2012.
The aim of the research was to explore small and medium-size company managers and owner’s
perception and attitudes towards ethical values and their importance in business decision-making
process and actions. The research was used as a exploratory study to explore how managers and
owners of small and medium-size enterprises manage to bring their personal moral values into
harmony with the company’s interests.

Small and medium-size companies were defined by the number of employees. For the
purpose of the research, respondents were companies with fewer than 50 employees selected from
the following business sectors: industry, trade, service sector, public and state authorities, non-
profit organizations, counsellor and education organizations. Respondents were selected by
stratified random sampling to make sure that the companies operating in all sectors would be
involved in the research. From the list of about 150 selected and contacted companies, 63 filled
guestionnaires were obtained, of which 12 questionnaires were obtained from companies that had
more than 50 employees and thus were not included into the analysis.

The data was collected by personal interviews using a standardized structured
questionnaire. The interviews were hold only with persons from the top management responsible
for business decisions and actions, i.e. with the company’s owner, director or manager
(exceptionally with manager assistant). The questionnaire was designed in the way to cover
various areas of business ethics, such as perception and evaluation of the business ethics in the R.
Macedonia, ethical values, ethical/unethical behavior, and attitudes towards unethical behavior, its
perception and the role of success. In questions focusing on personal and company’s ethical values,
pre-defined categories of values were used to measure their importance in the process of decision-
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making. As a starting point for the analysis of categorical variables, percentage frequency tables
were used to describe the importance of personal and company ethical values. Results were
considered to be statistically significant at significance level equal or lower than 0.05.

Owners and managers of SMEs are not just business people. They are also human being.
They have their personal values that are deeply rooted and that are unlikely to change in a short
period of time. To explore the owners’ and managers’ personal values importance, 20 so called
target values (values focused on the objective that one would like to achieve) were selected from
different areas of value system. Respondents were asked to choose and tick five the most important
and five the least important values. The frequency of selected values in descending order from the
most important to the least important value is shown in Table 2.

Similar to the personal value system, the importance of values in term of corporate
management and culture was examined by the research. Respondents were asked to mark five
values that they consider to be the most important values in their business decision-making process
and business activities. At the same time, they were asked to tick five the least important values in
managing their business. Table 3. presents the frequency of stated answers.

Findings of the research on ethical values in small and medium-size enterprises show that
the most important personal values are health, family, reliability, integrity and honesty, trust and
reliance, responsibility, and money and financial success. As far as business values are concerned,
the most important values are professionalism, quality, reliability, relationships, co-operation and
team work, integrity and honesty, responsibility and focus on success, profit and prosperity. Out
of the top seven values both, personal and business ones, four values - reliability, integrity and
honesty, responsibility and focus on money, profit, financial success were common for both
categories. This can be considered as a relatively good concurrence of the personal and business
values importance.

However, the agreement among personal and business value importance does not
necessarily mean that ethical values are implemented in practice. More than half of all respondents
agreed that it is difficult to act according to their personal values because it is not possible to fulfill
expectations of many people in the company, conditions in the market does not support ethical
actions, company would lose its competitive advantage or position in the market or generally, there
are no ethical principles and regulations especially in smaller companies (up to 20 employees) that
would improve ethical actions and outcomes.

As far as the willingness of respondents to break their personal values was concerned, about
one third would break their personal values if they could increase profit and economic success of
their company. However, almost three quarters of respondents would break their personal values
in order to save their companies from bankruptcy. The proportion of respondents that would break
their personal values to save the company was significantly higher (about 84 percent) in case of
companies’ owners.

Conclusion

The relative importance that managers give to each terminal value helps to explain what
actually managers are trying to achieve within their company and on to focus their efforts. Some
of the instrumental values listed in Table 1 are important components of the behavior of managers,
such as being ambitious (hard work, aspiration), wide-view (open), capable (skilled, effective),
responsible (on whom you can rely) and has self-control (self-discipline, restraint).

When making categorization of the employees according to their present values positions
can help managers to perceive the values of individuals in relation to those values that are dominant
and popular in enterprises.

The survey held in Macedonian market shows that the most important personal values are
health, family, reliability, integrity and honesty, trust and reliance, responsibility, and money and
financial success. As far as business values are concerned, the most important values are
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professionalism, quality, reliability, relationships, co-operation and team work, integrity and
honesty, responsibility and focus on success, profit and prosperity. Out of the top seven values
both, personal and business ones, four values - reliability, integrity and honesty, responsibility and
focus on money, profit, financial success were common for both categories.

EU citizens expect to have access to their own health data. The data should be easily
reviewed, imported into electronic files and shared with other relevant health professionals.

Information technologies contribute to the optimal organization of data in the health care
system, management of comprehensive information, reaching a wider range of users, providing
feedback from patients

The main tool for ensuring the efficiency of the functioning of the health system is by
building a health information system and providing public access to the system through an
electronic identifier for each citizen. It is necessary to create an electronic health card tracking the
health status of the person.

However, with the introduction of e-health systems, the problem of personal data protection
also arises. Any available information about a natural person provided to the relevant institution
affects the social identity and personality of the individual. The processing of such data must be
justified by reference to a specific purpose and must take place with the express permission of the
individual.

Personal information may include names, dates of birth, photos, email addresses or other
details. They shall be kept for a period not longer than necessary for the purpose for which they
were collected.

The collection, storage, dissemination and destruction of data are examples of the type of
processing.

The data controller must ensure that appropriate security measures are taken and give the
right instructions to ensure confidentiality if the data is processed by others (eg a subcontractor).
It must indicate the purposes of the data processing, the sources and means they will use, as well
as the type of data to be collected. It must ensure that the data entered will be protected from
unauthorized access by bystanders.

In addition, in the event of a data transfer, the controller must verify that the data protection
requirements are met.

The persons whose personal data are processed have the right to access the relevant
information and have the right to correct it if it is entered incorrectly.

Conclusion: The introduction of information and communication technologies in the
healthcare system is an important innovation for the provision of better health services. The
strategic goal of the introduction of information technology is to respond to the dynamic markets
of health services, to create, maintain and improve competitive advantages.The implemented
information systems must be characterized by maximum accessibility and flexibility of
applications. The development of integrated internet-based information registers in the field of
healthcare is essential for the sustainable development of the sector and the building of a
competitive image.

The formation of working groups is the first important step in maintaining the integrity of
the health organization.Participation in working groups develops both the individual creative
potential of each employee, and also enables him to integrate into a different social environment,
which is a factor for the sustainable development of the health institution.

By participating in groups, people can satisfy their own needs for safety, security,
friendship, status needs, of an economic nature, the pursuit of improvement and etc.(Aleksiev,

He must thus distribute the roles and responsibilities among the members of the group so that they
can clearly understand the goal to be achieved. Each participant in the group has knowledge and
skills that distinguish him from the other members. Knowing the job description - the style of work
and abilities of each person, can help the leader in deciding how to distribute it in the group. The
justice of the leader is accepted and understood by the members of the group more effectively.
Leaders who do not meet the norms of the group have less control and efficiency. In such cases,
there is a risk of conflict situations and failure to achieve the group's goals.

Cohesion is a characteristic of the group as a whole and depends on the individual level of
devotion that everyone feels towards the group. In some groups, the connections between members
are strong and long, and in others - weak, there is no sense of "group spirit" and with over time,
they drift apart (Aleksiev, 2011).

There are employees whose participation in the group can have a positive effect on the
work process, but there are also those whose behavior and attitude towards work can have a
negative impact on group dynamics.

These members increase their individual goals by ignoring group goals and showing better
performance with their ambitions.

They are aggressive, dominant or distracted staff who do not understand the nature of the
task and constantly act in another direction.

There is also a risk that some members of the group will be given more responsibilities and
others will work less than if they work alone.

The group leader must see the problems or weaknesses in the formed group and take the
necessary measures to positively influence the group dynamics (Dimitrov et al., 2018).

Each member must be clearly aware of their individual contribution and their responsibility
for the activities of the group. One of the most important characteristics that identifies the structure
of the group is the attachment of the members to it. Adherence can be described as the individual's
desire to be a member of the group. In a group where adherence is high, group members are happy
with each other and motivated to stay in the group. In addition, people in such groups easily accept
norms and goals and help each other achieve their goals.

Communication is a key moment for the favorable development of each group (Dimitrov,
2020). It can contribute to its success on the way to achieving the goals of the organization. Open
and transparent communication builds and maintains a sense of trust within the group and helps
maintain focus on the goal (Kesov, 2022). Face-to-face communication or relationships have
always been one of the most effective and valid factors in group dynamics.

In normative social influence, people comply with the group norm in order to fit in, feel
good and be accepted by the group. People comply because they believe that the group is
competent and has the right information.

Compliance with group pressure can lead to group thinking or a wrong decision-making
process that results from close-knit group members trying to maintain group harmony. Group
situations can improve human behavior by making easy tasks easier but hindering difficult tasks.
The larger the number of people in the majority, the more likely a person is to comply.

Conclusion: From the group's point of view, it is essential for its autonomy to be able to
organize its members. This is the only way to unite everyone's energy and focus it on achieving
common goals. Collective thinking is based on ignoring any information that contradicts group

The results of the statistical model used shows that variables safety
knowledge, domestic tomato consumption, greenhouse tomato consumption, imported tomato
consumption, field tomato consumption, primary education, middle and university education
affect very significantly up to significantly to food safety. The findings can serve especially to
professionals and future studies and also to the food agencies and market actors.

Given that a significant part of the food supply is provided through domestic agricultural
production, the problems identified among vegetable agricultural products have raised concerns
about their food security as an issue that affects the consumer and the functioning of markets on
the one hand, as well as domestic producers, their competitiveness, exports and imports on the
other hand. From this point of view, a research on the possible impact of some key socio—economic
factors on food safety in the food markets of the city of Tirana is reasonable and represents a thesis
of interest to better understand the problem in terms of factors by further offering possible
adjustments needed for improvement.

Recent socio—economic dynamics and changes in the structure of consumption in the city
of Tirana, can also affect the level of food safety in local markets. Food safety is related to factors
such as age, gender, including level of education or safety knowledge, but can also be influenced
by consumption and the religiousness. A perspective between the main categories of vegetable
consumption, such as domestic production, imported, produced in greenhouses and field
production and the quantity of consumption along with demographics as well as factors of safety
knowledge and religiousness towards food safety can provide a more specific overview on this
issue.

The study hypotheses are:

e H1 — the age of consumers affects food safety;

e H2 — safety knowledge of consumers affects food safety;
e H3 — consumers gender affects food safety;

e H4 — consumption quantity affects food safety;

H5 — domestic tomato consumption affects food safety;

e H6 — imported tomato consumption affects food safety;

e H7 — greenhouses tomato consumption affects food safety;

e H8 — field tomato consumption affects food safety;

e H9 — Muslim religiousness of consumers affects food safety;

e H10 — Christian religiousness of consumers affects food safety;

Considering the importance of the education factor under the influence of new
demographic dynamics a question of research interest is also formulated. Does education
according to degrees: (1) primary, (2) secondary, (3) college/institute, and (4) university affects
food safety?

The above variables have been tested through interviewing, and they are: age; safety
knowledge; gender; consumption quantity; domestic tomato consumption; imported tomato
consumption; greenhouse tomato consumption; field tomato consumption; Muslim religiousness;
Christian religiousness, primary education; middle education; college education; and university
education.

3. Measurement procedure

A questionnaire was construct to perform a quantitative measurement and provide an
extensive database which was further used in the study area (220 interviews) by random selection.
The variables are measured by scales (1-5) and consumers have been responded to the questions.
Based on data provided a statistical model is used. The significance of the variables is presented
by table 1.

4. Conclusions and discussions

The paper in accordance with the objective of the study investigates the impact of the above
variables to food safety in the agri—-food markets of Tirana, Albania. Age, gender, consumption
quantity, Muslim religiousness, Christian religiousness and college education are factors which do
not impact to food safety (table 1). The perception on food safety issues has no differences between
demographic factors. Consumers representing the Muslim and Christian religiousness’s despite
differences do not affect food safety and this is an important finding for policymaking. The college
level education affect in different way food safety compared to other levels of education. Given
the average age and low presence of the respondents of college education, the fact that does not
affect to the food safety compared to others (primary, middle and university educ.) may be related
to self-identification (of age 50+), where respondents with Higher education can be identified
more with the university than the colleges level degree. This can be explained as a simple routine
reaction of self-identification of the interviewees or a matter of self—confidence and it may
deserves further studies.

Safety knowledge, domestic tomato consumption, greenhouse tomato consumption,
imported tomato consumption, field tomato consumption, primary education, middle and
university education affect very significantly up to significantly to food safety (table 1). The safety
knowledge affects very significantly to food safety and this implies the importance of training and
actions to be taken in the long—proactive way to spread the knowledge and culture of food safety.
Consumption of domestic vegetables (tomatoes) and consumption of vegetables from greenhouses
affect very significantly food safety. In a sense these two categories may even overlap, given that
the greenhouses tomato has a longer presence in the markets than field production, and the positive
attitude of consumers also implies continuous improvements in production safety standards.
Imported tomatoes and tomato field produced also affect very significantly food safety but are
negatively related. This finding can justified by consumers unsafe perception f for these categories
and it deserves attention. Studies support the low level of food safety of the field vegetables due
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to the presence of pathogens as E.coli?® or listeria, salmonella, etc. and we have submitted also
during the literature review. Primary education affect very significantly to food safety, while the
middle and university education affect significantly and also are related negatively. There seems
to be a reactive and further more proactive perception among the consumers according the levels
from the primary to middle and university education to the food safety and negatively related.
Specific education on culture and food safety knowledge and actions increasing credibility of
actors in the market regardless of demographic/religiousness factors are recommended measures
for professionals dealing with local markets. Education actions are effective in changing attitudes
practices and personal relationships on food safety and culture®°. Actions on contemporary safety
knowledge would bring closer the actors in the chain wholesalers—retailers—consumers, increasing
the reliability as a key issue to food safety.
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Abstract: Consumption of domestic food products is important for the economy
everywhere. Concerns about this activity create implications for (1) growth, (2) farmers "income
and (3) the markets functioning. Studies on the consumption of local products in the market of
Tirana in Albania in the light of new development dynamics are lacking. The paper’s objective is
an evaluation of factors such are the age, food safety, education, consumption quantity, income,
price preference, family members, status of employment represented by workers and consumers
safety knowledge to the consumption of domestic agricultural products in the markets of Tirana,
Albania. The results of the statistical model used shows that variables age, consumption quantity,
price preference, food safety and social status of interviewers represented by workers affect
significantly to very significantly to the consumption of domestic products. Findings appeal for
attention on the issue offering possible ways for improvement.

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1. Introduction

Consumption issues in developing countries are very specific and still unexplored.
Nowadays the growing influence of technologies or even the consequences of the Covid-19
pandemic have increased research curiosity on the problem of consumption. Among this wide
range of issues, the implications for the consumption of domestic products have been and remain
a preferential subject among researchers and of particular interest to economies with low access to
resources and factors. The consumption of domestic products is an important source (1) of
economic growth, (2) income of farmers’ producers and (3) the functioning of markets. In the
markets of Tirana several times have been evidenced reclaims (photo 1), raising concerns over the
consumption of domestic produce and the income of farmers’ producers. Given these
developments a study on the factors that affect the consumption of domestic products may be of
interest, throwing more light in this regard.

The consumption of domestic products is influenced by economic and social developments.
Overseas labor movements and their effects on factors can affect the consumption of domestic
production in several ways. The focus of this paper is an assessment of factors: age, food safety,
consumption quantity, income, price preference, number of family members, status of employment
and safety knowledge to the consumption of domestic products in the markets of the city of Tirana,
Albania. Measurements on the consumption of local food products in the case of Tirana markets
are missing. More research in this area can contribute to the identification of problems and
respective adjustments, by sensitized also for more attention about its importance from policy
practitioners or professionals.

About variables under consideration has a broad support literature. The age effect on
domestic consumption and a number of studies reports very similar effects for different age
ranges®. The age composition affect strongly to the domestic consumption?. The consumption level
of specific foods is influenced by future changes in food safety®. Food safety is emerging as an
attribute demanded by consumers®. Findings show that the quantity consumption by households

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play a significant role in explaining variations in consumption®. Household characteristics
expressing possession and utilization of consuming affect to overall consumption®. Demand for
food consumption is a function of capita income’. The increase of incomes in developing countries
has influenced the increase on the demand for food consumption®. Price preference affect to foods
consume®. Price preferences affect to the food consumption and especially on soft drink case'°.
Family size expressed by members hypothesized to influence on food consumption®!. Multi—
member household model affect to food consumption?. Workers tend to consume more during
time—work to socialize with other colleagues®®. The labor status impacts the structure of food
consumption'®, Food-handling practices and safety knowledge affect to consumption®®.
Adolescents’ food consumption affected by knowledge safety *°.

2. Objectives and hypotheses

The objective of this paper is to evaluate significance of some variables such as the age,
food safety, consumption quantity, income, price preference, family members, consumers’ status
of workers and safety knowledge to the consumption of domestic vegetable products, illustrating
with a case study on consumers preferences to domestic tomatoes in the agri—-food markets of
Tirana in Albania.

The study hypotheses are:

e H1 — the age of consumers affects to the consumption of domestic tomato;

e H2 — perception on food safety of consumers affects to the consumption of domestic
tomato;

e H3 — consumption quantity by consumers affects to the consumption of domestic
tomato;

e H4 — income level of consumers affects to the consumption of domestic tomato;

e H5 — price preference of consumers affects to the consumption of domestic tomato;

A questionnaire was used to conduct the study in order to provide a large database in the
study area (the agri—food markets of Tirana), by random choice procedures and interviewing face
to face (220). The variables are measured by an increasing scales (1-5) according to the respective
questions.

4. Conclusions and discussions

Paper provides an overview on discussions about the problems of consumption of domestic
products, by referring a case study of the vegetable consumption in the city of Tirana. Variables
income, family members, safety knowledge and education do not effect on the domestic vegetable
consumption. Individuals, regardless of income, family size, education, etc., tend consumption of
the domestic products. A number of complex factors with interdisciplinary scope interact on the
consumption of domestic products. Consumption of domestic products is a myth and very popular
in every country. This can be explained by the fact that consumer choice is not based much on the
process of critical thinking and rational behavior and here interact also other factors, such as
ethnocentrism and feelings of patriotism. Consumers’ ethnocentrism and patriotism are stronger
determinants of domestic consumption than rational considerations (the cognitive mechanism) '

Age, consumption quantity, price preference impact and very significantly (table 2) to the
domestic vegetable consumption. The increase in consumption quantity affects the decrease in the
consumption of domestic products. Consumers may find of interest products of other origin, or
even other competing vegetables (except tomatoes) and this trend deserves further attention. With
age, individuals tend to consume more domestic production and this is an important finding for
consumption in the markets of Tirana, given the new demographic dynamics. Price preference is
an influential factor to consumption. One of the characteristics of domestic production is its
presence in the markets throughout the year and this is related not only to the production of the

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field but also to the fact that a dominant part of the annual supply is provided by greenhouses
where the country has known advantages. Considering the size of the offer of domestic production
from greenhouses, high prices during the cold seasons, but also strong price amplitudes during the
year, adjustments in agri-food markets and fair prices are necessary to stimulate the consumption
of domestic products.

Food safety and social status of interviewers represented by workers are also very
influential factors to the consumption of domestic products. We explained that the consumption of
domestic production is popular regardless of social status. Workers are driven by nationalist
consumer tendencies and increasing their market presence increases the tendencies for increasing
consumption. Food safety impact significantly for increasing of consumption. Eating is a behavior,
this implies an interaction and food safety in some cases appears as a factor and attribute. Food
safety and food concerns in the century XXI are exclusivities of scientific expertise. Along with
other reclaims of domestic production in the market, the vivipary phenomenon e.g. (photo 1) a
very rare phenomenon does not have to be so frequent and unaddressed. The range of factors that
can affect this problem is very wide, including environmental factors, etc. up to the genetic
problems of the varieties used, etc., etc. This is not a myth: this is a truth that requires solutions
from the responsible institutions.

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1. Introduction

The production of vegetables in greenhouses represents an important industry for Albanian
agriculture. Over the last 30 years this activity has expanded and mainly in the south—western area,
which represents the largest agricultural production region in the country. Between the years 2000—
2016 the surface of greenhouses in Albania has expanded by 462ha—1403hal. Greenhouse farmers
favored by annual temperatures and the advantages of specialization for years, have the capacity
to produce 3 agricultural crops during 1 calendar year. However, in recent years farmers have faced
a number of complicated problems; some of which are related to global events, such as the
pandemic Covid-19 (2019-and the effects thereafter) and some others related to problems within
this cluster, such are production standards, costs and consequently sales in the market. The decline
in sales has particularly affected farmers' their family economy and sustainable regional
development.

Production standards and technology followed affect the safety of agricultural products and
consequently consumption, and several times this issue has been the subject of discussions in
Tirana markets. In this theater of developments the dynamics are also characterized by various
other interactions. Worrying have been e.g. migration indicators, especially among youngest and
the most qualified, and these socio—demographic changes may have also an impact in this context.
Given the changes in the structure of consumers demand, there may be changes in demand factors
and consumption of domestic agricultural products produced in greenhouses. The facts from the
markets of Tirana, support that the consumption of domestic products may not yet be a priority of
consumers. In fact, sustainable consumption have a multi—plane importance, influencing the
realization of production and the well-functioning of markets, sustainable development, economic
growth, etc.

The sustainable consumption represents a "puzzle" of importance in the picture of the
economy, if we look it in the light of the competitiveness of domestic production and more
specifically of domestic consumption and implications. Consumption of domestic vegetables
produced in greenhouses can be affected by socio—demographic changes with an impact on
demand factors, including age, perception on food safety and the consumers’ education. Testing
the above factors and assessing their impact on the consumption of domestic agricultural products,
illustrating with a case study from the markets of Tirana represents a subject with curiosity (1)
theoretical and research and (2) practically informative for market actors or consumer protection
organizations. (3) Assessing the functioning of domestic markets and the potential implications
represent a primary task for market monitoring institutions.

The research literature in recent years has a growing and multidisciplinary focus on the
issue of food consumption and the most influential factors in different countries. The age have an
influence on fruit and vegetable consumption?. High vegetable consumption may be associated
with slower rate of cognitive decline with older age®. The proportion of a low consumption of
vegetables increases with age*. Concerns about food safety influence the way in which consumers
confront the question of where, how and from whom they buy their fresh vegetables®. While the

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safe vegetable production and distribution affect to the wide spread of the consumer trust, the state
failure in food safety protection reported widely between developing countries®. There is
augmentation of respondents “worrying about food-safety problems” in EU and it comprise a
significant share of 48% of European consumers (and Bulgarian consumers 75%) indicate that
consumed food by using improper using pesticides/chemicals “very or fairly likely” can damage
their health’. Increases in education leads to higher likelihood of preferences for vegetables®. The
lower paternal educational level it is negatively associated with the consumption of vegetables®.
Factors, especially the age and the level of education influence to the consumption of fresh fruits
and vegetables®. Acording to social class and household members or being married, compared to
being single may affect a persons vegetables intake via eating and socio—cultural norms or home
availability of vegetables and so on'!. Previous research have demonstrated that family members'
eating habits are similar, by reveals that vegetable intake predicts also the vegetable intake by
spouses, children and adolescents®2. The age of consumers, educational level and the perception

safety, are the main determinants of consumer’s®3.

2. Objectives and hypotheses

The main objective of the paper is to test the potential impact of several variables, such as
age, food safety and consumer education of the interviewees to the consumption of the agricultural
domestic products, illustrating with a case study from the markets of Tirana and more specifically
with the consumption of tomatoes produced in greenhouses.

Specific objective

Through findings and recommendations, to create a socio—demographic profile of the
consumer in the markets of Tirana who consumes agricultural domestic vegetables produced in
the greenhouses.

The study hypotheses are:

e H1 — the age of consumers affect to the consumption of domestic produced tomatoes;

e H2 — perception of food safety affect to the consumption of domestic produced
tomatoes;

e H3 — the education of consumers affect to the consumption of domestic produced
tomatoes.

A research question of interest has also been formulated for research purposes; does the
family structure (expressed according to the number of family—members) affect to consumption of
domestic tomatoes produced in greenhouses?

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The above variables and the research question are measured by the perception of consumers
in the markets of agricultural-food products in the city of Tirana (October 2019 — January 2020).
They are:

e Age;
Food safety
Education
Family members

3. Measurement procedure

A questionnaire was construct for the realization of the paper and after testing in advance
in a focus group and adaptation with some adjustments it was used in the study area (in the
agricultural-food markets in the municipality of Tirana), by interviewing consumers (220)
according to random choice procedures. The above variables are measured by scales (1-5) and
interviewed consumers have been responded to the respective questions according to scaling
applied.

Based on data provided a linear statistical model is used to test the above variables. The
significance of the variables under review is presented in the following table (table 1).

4. Conclusions and discussions

The paper in accordance with the objectives provides an analytical presentation of the
problem of consumption of domestic vegetables according to consumer characteristics, by
presenting a case study from the markets of agricultural-food products in Tirana, Albania.

The age, according to linear statistical model (table 1) results a very influential factor to
the trend of tomato consumption in the markets of Tirana. With increasing the age of consumers,
demand trend for domestic vegetables produced in greenhouses falls and this also can be explained
by the decline in consumption generally with aging. However it is important to note that dietary
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foods with vegetables of older age affect to the healthy nutrition, longevity and protect against
disease and this problem in addition to consumption has a number of implications. Findings
indicate that higher consumption of vegetables is significantly associated with a lower risk of
depressive symptoms!*. The migration of the youngest abroad may also affect the decline in
consumption generally.

Food safety, results an influential and positive factor to the trend of consumption of
domestic tomatoes. With increasing of standards of food safety throughout the chain from
production to marketing the chances increase for the consumption of more domestic vegetables in
the markets. Important external and internal factors may be involved. Increased competition with
foreign products may call into question the production practices and standards of domestic
products. Consumers may be faced with other more competitive alternative offers. The perception
is important for the consumer behavior of buyers and consequently deserves more attention to
possible causes. The issue of food safety is related to production, sales in the domestic market,
exports and competitiveness.

Education, according to measurements results an influential factor to the trend of tomatoes
consumption. We pointed out that the vegetable diet is recommended for nutritious food being
widely considered as a diet with multifaceted and positive effects. Information on nutritious and
healthy food goes hand in hand with the levels of consumers’ information, their culture, their social
status and their level of education. Similarly, the problem of domestic products produced in
greenhouses quickly sensitizes consumers’ with a higher level of education, resulting in
consequences for their consumer readiness. Higher levels of education correspond to youngest and
the migration may have an impact on declining consumption. Studies suggest that education
improve vegetable liking and intake®®.

Family members, results a very influential factor. Even intuitively in fact this finding is not
a surprise. The family or coexistence between individuals is an entity that is identified by values,
beliefs and common attitudes. Moreover, in the case of a multi-member family, parents develop
an important responsibility not only for providing and preparing food for other family members,
but also for orienting preferences towards more nutritious foods and this is a natural function of
parenting. This experience is further transferred between older and younger children. On the other
hand, for many reasons the family with more members tends to be more oriented by cooking at
home than by other alternatives. Promoting consumption of a multi-member family maybe
deserves more attention.

The paper presents a socio—demographic profile of potential consumer of the domestic
agricultural products in the markets of Tirana. However the question for future research is still
valid: Who consumes domestic agricultural products produced in greenhouses?
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Abstract: The increasing speed of change and social effects as a result of new technologies
and the spread of information represent a phenomenon that everywhere has modified the
functioning of the economy and consumption. A study on the impact of socio—economic factors
on decisions on the consumption of imported vegetables by the citizens of Tirana in the context of
these new dynamics is a topics of research interest. Agarwala et al. (1972), argue impact of socio—
economic factors to the consumption. The paper’s objective is a measurement impact of socio—
economic factors such as age, food safety, purchasing quantity, income, price preference, number
of family members and status of employment represented by workers to the consumption of
imported agricultural products in the markets of Tirana, Albania. The results of the statistical linear
model used shows that variables age, price preference and purchasing quantity not affects to the
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represented by the workers and the number of family members are influential factors. Findings
show an interaction of socio—economic phenomena to consumption.
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1. Introduction

The dynamics of developments during the last 2 decades in Albania has caused
transformative infrastructural, economic and social developments. However, rapid urban
migration from rural and sub—urban areas in recent years has been replaced by youth emigration
and most qualified abroad, expanding the heterogeneity of challenges and bringing under a status—
quo sustainable development. Moreover, the increasing speed of change and the social effects as
a result of new technologies and the spread of information have shown an impact everywhere and
especially on production and consumption. These dynamics have rapidly modified the functioning
of the economy and markets by prompting new ideas and formulations for adaptation. The job
mobility and human capital or the rapid expansion of e-commerce (also from the Covid-19
pandemic), e—payments, e-services, etc. and the functioning of markets are part of the
contemporary debate, which has stimulated research interest everywhere on the impact of socio—
economic changes on consumption factors generally.

Increasing the speed of change specifically requires attention in the case of the functioning
of food markets, given the importance for production, consumption and the need for adequate—fast
responses. In the food markets of the city of Tirana in recent years have been discussions on food
safety and sales domestic products. This situation has increased the general disadvantages of
domestic products, leading to a declining perception of consumers. The discussion on identifying
the influential factors in the structure of consumers demand in the conditions of major socio—
economic changes is of key importance to recognize the consumption trends of imported products,
adjustments and possible adaptions in food markets of Tirana and lessons also for domestic
production. The measurement of factors such as age, food safety and income, purchasing quantity,
price preferences, family members and employment status to the consumption of imported
products may help for a wider understanding.

While a comprehensive sensitization on sustainable consumption is more important for the
sustainability of the economic system and the well-functioning of markets; an overview of the
factors influencing the consumption of imported food products may be a more call for policy
practitioners. Moreover, considering the new socio—economic dynamics and the speed of change
as a result of increased mobility and the spread of information on an assessment of the above
factors may be useful for (1) market actors, including domestic producers, (2) food market
monitoring institutions, and also serving as an information manual for (3) the consumer protection
associations. Such a studies on the consumption of imported vegetables in markets of Tirana and
the impact of changes in socio—economic factors such as age, food safety, income, purchasing
quantity, price preferences, number of family members, and employment status are missing and
may be a topics of interest.

Many researchers see socio—economic factors and their possible changes in interaction with
changes in consumption. The consumer parameters are strongly influenced by socio—economic
factors'. The age significantly affect the decision to consume?. An older family member usually
consumes less than does a young family member®. Food safety in developing countries is facing a
particularly transformative period due to the link with increased demand for food and
consumption®. Food consumption in European countries is affected by exposure to hazardous

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chemicals present in seasonal foods and food safety®. Purchases food quantity affect to
consumption®. Agricultural economists generally agree that economic development which also
implies the higher purchases quantity stimulate the expansion of consumption’. Income variable
accounted for most of the variability in consumption®. By Friedman, when a consumer unit
experiences an increment of income this component is added to its assets in the form of
consumption®. Paul Samuelson emphasizes that the economic theory of consumer's behaviour it is
largely built up on the notion of "revealed preference™ based on costs and preferential price of
goods.. Price preferences broadcasted to consumers through new technologies such as mobile
app affect to consumption*!. Changes in family members consmuption habits its related with
family decision-making in consumtion!?. In the center of shoping theory is analysis of
consumption and idea that everyone and every day obtain goods also for other pepole as a driving
force behind our responsibilities to provide others and within a family often it is used as an example
of everyday moral practice®®. By Keynes' in its General Theory, the consumption is related to the
level of employment!*. While the implications of changes in consumption patterns are complex,
the case studies show that the consumption as a socio—economic phenomenon can be understood
as a performance of consumer identity rather than a ‘mere’ worker™®.

2. Objectives and hypotheses

The objective of the paper is to provide an assessment of some factors of economic—social
nature such as the age, food safety, purchasing quantity, income, price preference, family members
and the status of employment represented by workers to the consumption of imported agri—
products in the in the agri—food markets of the city of Tirana.

The study hypotheses are:

e H1 — the age of consumers affects to the imported tomato consumption;

e H2 — perception on food safety of consumers affects to the imported tomato
consumption;

e H3 — purchasing quantity by consumers affects to the imported tomato consumption;

e H4 — income level of consumers affects to the imported tomato consumption;

e H5 — price preference of consumers affects to the imported tomato consumption;

4. Conclusions and discussions

The paper provides an analytical overview with focus on food consumption of imported
vegetables and the socio—economic factors that affects to consumption, according to consumers
perception in the markets of agricultural-food products in the city of Tirana, Albania.
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The age, price preference and purchasing quantity, are factors which do not have an impact
on the consumption of imported tomatoes. Imported tomatoes have a high presence in the markets
mainly during the cold seasons. During the spring—summer season it competes from domestic
tomato produced in the field, which has precedence due to price. Imported tomatoes have a stable
and competitive offer during the autumn—winter season and compared to large fluctuations in
domestic production prices during the seasons it fluctuates very little in price. The stabilized price
affects the stabilized demand in the market and this may explain why the quantity of purchases
(approximately a constant) does not affect consumption. In the categories that prefer this product
there seems to be a consensus between consumers without the influence of age and preferential
price to consume imported tomatoes, proving that this product has a reputation. The number of
family members is an influential factor in consumption and this is related to the pattern of family
consumption and the fact that vegetables represent a useful food diet in Albanian families. Higher
consumption of vegetables affected by lifestyle, making that people who live together in families
tend more to the consumption of vegetables than others and this goes hand in hand with the way it
is hypothesized. While families with a higher number of members or cohabiting individuals affect
the consumption rates of imported tomatoes, age, price preference and purchasing quantity are
factors that do not affect.

The food safety and employment status represented by workers have a high impact and are
negatively related to consumption. With increasing food safety the trends are to reduce the
consumption of imported tomatoes. We pointed out that imported tomatoes are generally
characterized by a stable price and this goes along with a stable performance in terms of production
standards, commercial appearance and food safety in the market. Increasing perception on food
safety means increasing information and civic awareness on safe food and this is generally
accompanied by an increase in the critical mentality of citizens and eventually increasing
skepticism. Surveys among EU countries highlight the critical approach and the degree of distrust
in the products of daily food consumption despite the high standards of food safety. The fact that
the increase in perception on food safety of imported products has a very significant impact on the
decline in their consumption may be related to consumer confidence in more competitive
alternatives such as domestic production, for example. It is a well-known the fact that imported
tomatoes produced in greenhouses have a high content of heavy metals (Cd, etc.) and this finding
deserves more attention. The employment status represented by consumers employed as workers
has a very significant impact on consumption: with the increase of consumer—workers, also
increases the possibilities to reduce the consumption of imported tomatoes in the markets of
Tirana. Moreover, the consumption of imported products seems to correspond to the social status
of consumers. Among workers, the consumption of imported vegetables may be an impossible
myth, influenced by economic factors of income and food diets inaccessible to them and/or cultural
factors related to the use of imported vegetables on annual basis. Consumption inequality affects
sustainable consumption, social cohesion and sustainable development. The development of an
employment oriented towards university work and industrial activities with high returns, is a
priority argument for sustainable production and consumption.

Income has a very significant and positive impact on consumption. In fact the income
variable is very important to consumption and this goes hand in hand with the way it is
hypothesized. The literature broadly supports the impact of income factor on consumption in
developing countries. Moreover, for the same increase in the level of income between the high—
income countries (HIC) the low-income and the middle-income countries (LIC, MIC), the
differences in consumption follows respectively different trends. This affects to the daily turnovers
and especially consumption and demand for food. The level of income in the countries with the
lowest incomes deprives many groups—categories of basic means of consumption. In lower income
countries (LIC, MIC) to provide basic food items need on average 3/5 to 4/5 of working days
realized during 1 month and in this context income represents a critical factor for food
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consumption. The impact of the income to consumption represents a finding that is supported by
previous studies conducted in Albania.
